Rector’s Letter
July 2021

On 22nd July the church celebrates the life of Mary Magdalene,
the saint after whom Ecton church is dedicated.
In the Bible all four Gospels give Mary Magdalene a unique place among
Jesus’ followers and yet, despite being mentioned around fourteen times in
Scripture, we know very little about her.

We know from her name that she came from the town of Magdalene, a place
situated on the shore of the Sea of Galilee, about three miles from
Capernaum.
Mary was healed by Jesus and became one of his closest and most loyal
followers She provided for Jesus and the disciples, along with some other
women, at her own expense. It is also thought she was the woman who
washed Jesus’ feet with her tears and dried them with her hair.

Mary Magdalene was one of the few people who stayed with Jesus while he
was on the cross, witnessed his burial in the tomb, and was rewarded for her
loyalty by being the first woman to see the risen Jesus.

Finally to her credit, it was Mary whom Jesus trusted to take the news of his
resurrection to the disciples, earning her the title, in the early church, of the
“Apostle to the Apostles”, with Apostle meaning one who is sent.
Mary’s life then demonstrates how an encounter with Jesus really can
change lives. Through Mary Magdalene the depth of God’s love, mercy and
forgiveness shine out and surely the peace that must that entered Mary’s
heart would have been seen by all who knew her.

May God’s peace, healing and blessing be yours also, as we continue to live
through these pandemic times.

A Few Reminders
Watering cans/butts – cover the top of cans/butts so fledgling
birds don’t fall in and drown. A plastic plant pot pushed into
the top of a watering can works well.

Hedgehogs – if you think you have a hedgehog possibly
nesting in your garden, DON’T DISTURB, as the female is
likely to abandon the nest and the young will die.

Frogs etc – check before mowing, especially longer grass as
frogs, toads or hedgehogs could be hiding there.
